Announcement about the Arrangement of the School Day

1. The school’s summer holidays are from 15% July to 31 August, 2024.

2. Students who wish to apply for tuition remission can submit their applications to the school in September after
the new school year begins.

3. Students who rank first, second, or third in the second term examinations will be eligible for academic
scholarships. The student who obtains the first place receives a full waiver of tuition fees for the following
academic year, while the students who obtain the second and third places receive a 50% reduction in tuition fees.
However, students are still required to pay a reservation fee, which will be refunded after the commencement of
the school year.

5. Students should keep a clean and tidy image. Hair dyeing, perming, and any form of tattooing are not allowed.
If students violate the above regulations, disciplinary actions, ranging from demerits to major demerits, will be
imposed.

6. Students can purchase items such as exercise books, manuscript paper, and lined paper from the General Office
after the commencement of the school year.
